 Over the past few months Agape 

has grown and continues to find 

ways to reach out to our commu-

nity. Our major focus is on our 

Agape Communities (small 

groups). While Sunday worship is 

a time to come together, fellow-

ship, and join in praising God; we 

believe that Sundays are not the 

most important time for Agape.  

            In church growth studies 

this is called ñmultiple cellò 

church. A ñsingle cellò church is 

one that has only one point of 

contact with members, guests, 

and the community. I have spent 

over 20 years of my ministry 

operating in this manner. I always 

understood this to be an effective 

way to grow as a church. I 

learned this in school, from my 

mentors, and in the books I read. 

With a single cell church 90% of 

our energy is focused on having a 

dynamic worship. On Sunday 

mornings we tried to connect with 

every member, engage our visi-

tors, and minister to those hurting 

in the body. Sundays were very 

exhausting. Sundays were the 

days when we saw ñevery body.ò 

This is why we were always hesi-

tant to go to two Sunday morning 

services. This is also why we ran 

out of gas during the weekday 

ministries. 

            However, in a multiple 

cell church we find many points 

of contact for our members, 

guests, and the community. Our 

Agape Communities provide 

these many different points of 

contact for people. Worship is 

one point of contact but we strive 

to put energy into many other 

points of contact such as small 

groups, education classes, and 

other ministries. I have found that 

Sunday mornings are much more 

relaxed and involve quality time 

with people and our families. 

            This is also why we feel 

that appointing people to lead 

ministries is an important step to 

increasing our multiple cells in 

the body. We began to pray about 

            We had 12 people attend our first 

Agape Community Leaderôs training. 

These community leaders will start new 

groups and train other people to lead them 

and also start other home communities. We 

have already seen two college students 

begin a new group. The group is already 

full after the first two meetings and will be 

ready to birth a new community soon.
